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Taiwan Strait Situation

A Chinese Communist loudspeaker broadcast from Amoy
Island on 11 November said: '"The cease-fire on even days is
hereby abolished. Shelling is possible any day.'" The broad-
cast implies a change in the Communist Defense Minister's
25 October order which had limited fire on even days to areas
other than the beaches and landing strip on Chinmen, but there
has been no official statement or comment from Peiping. Since
the Defense Minister's order there has been little or no shell-
ing on even days.

Three Chinese Communist ships, identified\ \

| as landing-ship type vessels, and an unidenti-

fied ship moved south from the Shanghai area to Santu Bay on

6 and 7T November and were still there on 10 November. Before
moving south, these four landing vessels together with another
vessel participated in an operation of undetermined nature off
the Yangtze estuary on 4 November.

| There is no indication of the purpose of these

movements. Landing ships have been making regular runs from
the Shanghai area to Santu Bay during the present situation, pre-
sumably carrying cargo, but this is the first time that so many
have been detected there at one time.

Naval activity\ has continued
at a high level, particularly in East China waters. Some of
the six North China - based submarines -which now are in the
Hangchow Bay area have been conducting exercises with surface
ships there.

There has been no change in the situation of Chinese Com-
munist air and ground forces in the strait area.

A correspondent of Peiping's official news agency in late
October told a Western journalist in East Berlin, who may be
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known to the Communists as a channel of information to
Western governments, that the shelling of Chinmen was pri-
marily designed to create an atmosphere that would lead to

the "surrender" of the island. The correspondent added that
Peiping believes it is impossible to "liberate' Chinmen through
peaceful evolutionary means and that force must be used as an
extension of the revolution on the mainland. He also said that
the Chinese Communists desired to avoid any US involvement
that might result in the internationalization of the Taiwan issue
Wwith "United Nations involvement!" Strict orders, he said,
have been given Communist forces in the Ch1nmen area to
avoid shelling American ships.

Peiping's official news agency has announced that the "ex-
hibition on the use of Sidewinder guided missiles by the Taiwan
Kuomintang Air Force at the instigation of the US aggressors"
ended on 10 November. '
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
